RCIA 
As Catholics, we have a precious treasure, one that we not 
only possess but also can help others to share with us.   
That treasure is our faith, and we may have friends or 
relatives who are thinking about becoming Catholic, or may 
need just a suggestion or question from us to consider 
joining the Catholic Church. Once they have made a decision 
to explore the faith, we have a program called RCIA, which 
stands for the Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults, to teach 
them about and guide them on their journey. Whether the 
person is baptised, not baptised, or even a Catholic who has 
not been confirmed, this program provides instruction on 
the basics of the faith.  RCIA not only teaches on the 
intellectual level; it also helps the person to develop in their 
faith on the spiritual level. The program will be starting in 
the fall. If you know someone who could be a candidate for 
becoming Catholic, please invite them to contact the parish 
office for more details.
